Lizôs love of horses was innate. Her childhood bedroom was papered with pages torn from eques-
trian magazines and shelves buckled under the weight of Breyer horses. By age 9, after relentless 
pleading, Liz was allowed to work in the family store to earn enough money each week to buy a rid-
ing lesson. The closest farm featured Saddlebreds, Morgans and saddleseat equitation, and Lizôs 
equine education began there. Her obsessive desire to do everything horsey at that farm, from 
mucking stalls to cleaning tack, drew the attention of her generous grandparents. They gave Liz the 
Christmas gift of a lifetime--a Polish Arabian gelding. He and a former park horse-turned-broodmare 
mare also owned by her grandparents were stabled at an Arabian show and breeding farm. That 
farm took on Liz as a junior rider, stablehand and show groom, thereby enabling Liz to compete on 
the Arabian A circuit for several years prior to college. 
 

Coursework and part-time jobs prevented Liz from participating in the 
equestrian program while earning her Bachelorôs at UMASS, Am-
herst, but an aunt with horses in the college area facilitated occa-
sional rides and introduced her to Centered Riding.  With the pur-
chase of a Crabbet Arabian after graduation, Liz discovered the art of 
trying to learn dressage. Sheôs been at it for over 20 years. Sheôs 
owned or leased a series of dressage potentials in this endeavor, with 
each writing a chapter in her life and exposing her to new challenges. 
The horse craziness never faded as the walls of corporate cubicles 
closed in. To the chagrin of her husband, Paul, Liz eventually traded 
her stable marketing communications career to seek out a living in 
the equestrian world, managing a couple professional barns, teaching 
as a Massachusetts Licensed Instructor, working in a tack shop, and 
occasionally developing freelance advertisements and articles on the 
side.  
 
 
Lizôs favorite breeds remain Arabians, for their complicated and sensitive dispositions and athletic 
abilities, and Morgans, for their sweet, member-of-the-family natures and versatility. She currently 
owns an Arabian mare rescued from starvation, and fosters what is probably a Morgan saved from a 
slaughter pen. New to West Newbury in 2006, Liz moved to town to create an environment for her 
beloved Morgan, Gus, who needed physical therapy and extra attention due to an injury. Here Liz 

found a network of supportive horsewomen and a town forgiv-
ing to essentials like multiple outbuildings and manure com-
post. Though she eventually had to let Gus go with the angels, 
in gratitude for the support and unique infrastructure that ex-
ists for horses in this area, Liz volunteered to serve on the 
board of West Newbury Riding and Driving Club. She would 
most like to give back--through elbow grease--to the commu-
nity that offered her a horsey haven, and to identify ways to 
reach out to those who may be reluctant to participate in the 
club or its activities.

Thank you : I want to thank the West Newbury Riding & Driving Club for once again providing a donation to 
the West Newbury Strays in Need.  The money is used to help stray dogs and cats in many ways.  Of-
ten there is a need to hold the animals longer at our "Pound" while we find the perfect home, and the MA 
State Law requires the town only pay for ten days and there is no official hold time for cats.  The fund can pro-
vide the difference.  The money can provide for vaccinations, fecal checks, heartworm tests, Feline Leukemia 
tests, x-rays, other tests, help beyond first aid when an animal is found injured, and even with spaying or neu-
tering.  All these services make an animal once again healthy and often more adoptable.   Many club mem-
bers have adopted town strays and given them loving forever homes.   Please call Animal Care and Control if 
you are looking for a cat or a dog to adopt.    
     My most recent happy ending story is about "Ozzie" the cat.  A beautiful longhaired tiger cat was hit by a 
car.  He was suffering from head trauma and minor abrasions.  Being a young cat (the vet believed about 8 
months old) and although skinny and unneutered, we felt we would give him fluids, medication for brain swell-
ing, and 48 hours to see how he progressed.   Of course always hoping an owner would call, but no one 
did.  After a few days we realized he was blind.  Dr. Marion, the eye specialist in North Andover, volunteered 
her time and specialty to examine the cat, so we brought him to her.  Her exam revealed he had been blind 
from birth, and was not the result of the car accident.   (I wonder how he survived outside as long as he did, 
and why no one ever called missing their cat, but humans often amaze me with their lack of caring.)  Now the 
goal was to find this special needs cat a home.  After over a month at the vet's office, he now has a loving 
home in West Newbury.  He gets all around the house with whiskers and memory, plays with toys that make 
noise, is extremely loving, and answers to Ozzie.    
    Saving stray animals is a lot easier in West Newbury because of the money from WNRDC and many willing 
people who often add a stray pet to their lives.
